CAA joins forces with WinMed Health Services to serve low-income families

(Cincinnati, OH) - Winton Hills Medical & Health Center (WinMed Health Services) will soon open a new clinic in the Cincinnati-Hamilton County Community Action Agency’s (CAA) administrative office building at the corner of Reading and Langdon Farm Roads.  Already an important cornerstone in the community, housing the Bond Hill library branch and the myriad services administered by CAA, the facility will now also help to improve many local low-income families’ access to healthcare.  The clinic will be fully equipped to provide primary medical care, minor emergency care, and dental care.

“The Community Action Agency can help a family by providing education to children, youth and adults, utility bill assistance, home weatherization, employment services, and much more, but families cannot become self-sufficient without affordable healthcare.  This partnership will provide the families we serve with one more piece of the puzzle they need to become self-sufficient,” said CAA President & CEO Gwen L. Robinson.     

Improving access to regular medical care helps families and the entire community by reducing expensive treatments that could have been avoided with preventative measures.  It also reduces the costly practice of using emergency rooms as primary care facilities.  The clinic will accept most insurance plans and uninsured customers can pay for services based on family size and income.        

“For many low-income families, healthcare remains a tremendous obstacle to self-sufficiency.  By improving access to care, WinMed Health Services is helping to remove the common barriers like transportation and affordability that traditionally plague low-income families in their attempts to receive healthcare,” said Miriam Crenshaw, CEO of WinMed Health Services.  

The clinic will open its doors on July 7 without any current clients, thereby allowing all patient slots to be filled by new families.
