CAA to bring the first YouthBuild USA program to Cincinnati.  CAA will provide at-
risk youth with an opportunity to gain an education, develop a trade, and learn the 
skills necessary to improve their quality of life.  Over 90 percent of YouthBuild 
students are placed in jobs or go on to post-secondary education upon completion 
of the program.
