CMC participants are carefully
selected and must pass a national
standardized assessment to be

admitted into the program.

What is MSSC?

The Manufacturing Skills Standards Council
(MSSC) is an industry-led, standards-based
training, assessment, and certification system.
Over 4,000 workers, 750 companies, and 400
subject matter experts came together to
define the core competencies and basic
technical skills that make up the MSSC
curriculum for manufacturing production
workers and material handlers.

*MSSC is the only industry-recognized
national standards system for training and
certifying front line production workers.

*MSSC standards have been federally
recognized by the National Skill Standards
Board.

*MSSC standards provide the framework for
the U.S. Department of Labor’s “Advanced
Manufacturing Core Competencies” model.
